When | think of coping, | think of the penstemmon plant graws on the hillsides in
this area;

It grows in harsh environments—rocky hillsides exposed tduthsetrength of our
blasting sun with little to no water ---& yet every sprihguts on a show of hundreds
of beautiful purple flowers.

The roots of the plant are not very deep but they fomesh that not holds the dirt in
place but over time, breaks down the rock.

It is a wonderful natural example of RESILIENCE—a tamdeto cope with stress,
anxiety, tough circumstances & function better than expedféelican not only cope
to survive as the penstemmon does through most of the yetar thrive as it does
during its blooming season.

Resilience or the ability to cope is something that agpeoéten develops over time;
we can get stronger , have a better ability to adaptddhiags. Remember the say-
ing, “What doesn't kill me, makes me stronger.”? Thergome truth to that.
